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The FGTS Priority Corridors are the focused vision for trails in the state and rank higher for implementation than the
Opportunity Trail Corridors. Priority Trail Corridors are selected from the Land Trail Opportunity map and Paddling
Trail Opportunity map, and must also support conservation of the Florida Ecological Greenway Network's six levels of priorities.
