2019-2020 Resource Management Annual Report Executive Summary
Prescribed Burning and Wildfires

e Park staff completed prescribed fires on a total of 46,626 acres within state parks, a 52% decrease and a difference of 49,791 acres
compared to the previous fiscal year. This decrease was likely due to COVID-19 travel restrictions and mandated park closures during the
burning season.

e The number of fire-type acres in rotation increased by 7%, a total of 12,420 acres more than the previous fiscal year.

e FPS conducted 288 prescribed burns, 64 less than the previous year.

e Wildfires accounted for 352 acres (0.8%) of the total acres burned this fiscal year.

e Statewide, the percent of planned acres that were treated with fire decreased by 38% from the previous fiscal year.

e Of the 90 parks with acres planned for prescribed fire, 68 conducted at least one prescribed burn, or 76%.

e Thirty-six (36) parks exceeded their minimum ecological target acreages, six more than the previous fiscal year.

e District five once again exceeded 100% of its planned goal.

Mechanical Treatment

e FPS mechanically treated 2,736 acres in 23 parks for habitat improvement or fuel reduction — 1,251 acres less than the previous year, a 31%
decrease.

e Mowing accounted for 712 acres, or 26%, of the total acres treated statewide.

e District three mechanically treated the largest number of acres, 1,838 acres, or 67% of the total acres treated this fiscal year.

Invasive Plant Removal

e FPS treated a total of 9,468 Infested Acres for invasive plants, a 6% increase from the previous year. FPS worked a total of 52,972 Gross
Acres to treat these Infested Acres, an increase of 24% from the previous year.

e FPS reached 100% of its invasive plant treatment goal for the year.

e The total number of Florida state parks treating invasive plants decreased by 9 parks (6%) from the previous fiscal year.

e The top three most commonly removed invasive plant species remained the same as last year; Brazilian pepper, Cogon grass, and
Bahiagrass.

e According to the Natural Resource Tracking System (NRTS) Survey Trends Report, the Total Infested Acres division-wide increased by 27%.



Invasive and Nuisance Animal Removal

FPS removed a total of 13,028 invasive and nuisance native animals this fiscal year: 12,125 invasive and 903 nuisance native. Statewide, the
total number of animals removed from state parks increased by 5,266 or 68% from the previous year.

A record-high number of feral hogs were removed from state parks, 5,458 from 50 parks, which is a 90% increase from the previous fiscal
year.

Among herpetofauna, the green iguana is the most removed species with a total of 2,524 removed.

The number of feral cats removed increased from 44 to 60, and they continue to remain a threat to nesting birds and mammals on FPS
beaches.

The number of invasive fish removed increased by 19% from the previous year. District three was responsible for the removal of all but one
of the invasive fish documented.

District five removed the largest share of animals statewide, 4,931 or 38%, followed by District three with 29% of the total removed.

Marine Turtle Nesting

FPS coordinated turtle nesting surveys on 101 miles of beach in 40 state parks.

A total of 6,876 nests were reported on state park beaches, a 14% decrease from the previous year.

The number of Leatherback nests recorded increased by 50% since last nesting season, Loggerhead nests increased marginally (0.5%), and
Green nests decreased by 48%.

On average, FPS had 68 sea turtle nests per mile of beach.

State park beaches had an overall predation rate of 7% statewide, a 5% decrease from 2019. Four parks had greater than 50% predation
with one park reaching over 80%. The most reported predator species were coyotes, followed by raccoons as the second.

Nests lost to beach erosion decreased from 949 nests in 2019 to 514 nests this season, a 46% decrease.

From the statewide summary removal table, we see that mammals made up 46% of the invasive species removed from Florida State Parks, with
feral hogs making up 98% of that class. The herps class made up the second-largest percentage of invasive animals removed, 29%, with the green
iguana making up 73% of that class. District three removed all but one of the invasive fish reported, which accounted for 13% of the total invasive

animals removed statewide.
