GENERAL SUBJECT MATTER TO BE CONSIDERED: This is a rule development workshop to discuss and 

receive public input on the development of proposed amendments to portions of Chapter 62-330, F.A.C., and create 

two new rules. These amendments and new rules will create a new General Permit for the Installation, Construction, and Maintenance of Inshore Reefs, as well as a new General Permit for the Installation, Construction, and Maintenance of Living Shorelines. These changes will simplify and clarify rule language, increase efficiency, and encourage appropriate material to be used in inshore reef projects in marine and estuarine environments. Additionally, these changes will provide a regulatory framework for nature-based solutions addressing shoreline erosion.
