Sept. 1, 2023 
 
Due to Hurricane Idalia, some state parks and private campgrounds in the Big 
Bend region may be closed.

June: 2023 
 
The St. Johns River Blueway Paddling Guide and Data Book has been updated. At 
river mile 23.5, the Crowne Plaza Jacksonville is now the DoubleTree by Hilton. 
 
May: 2023 
 
Renovation of the boat ramp/launch along the Wakulla River at U.S. 98 is 
complete and is now open for public use. 
 
A paddler reported a log jam/pullover on the Perdido River about 6.3 miles upriver 
from the Wilson B. Robertson Canoe Launch at U.S. 90.
